If you learn of a child birth through age 3 with a physical or mental disability such as prematurity, birth defect, hearing loss or hearing impairment, vision issues, autism, behavior, other health impairments, cerebral palsy, and or a developmental delay, make a referral to the Early Development Network . This allows the family to enroll in a wide range of services for their child and family, including and not limited to:

· Speech and language services

· Physical therapy

· Occupational Therapy

· Educational Services

· Services Coordination

All services are free. There are no income or resource guidelines. Children, birth through age three who qualify, will receive services in their home, preschool or childcare facility (natural environment).
